AVID Weekly Notebook Grading Criteria

Your binder must be worked on daily to receive full credit for all portions of the grade.  Since your binder makes up 30% of your total AVID grade, you will want to make sure you are taking Cornell notes in all classes each day, and filling in questions each night.  If you are absent on binder grading day, you must turn your binder in to your AVID teacher as soon as class begins on the day you return to school.  Failure to do so will result in grade of zero for that one-week period.  “Forgotten” binders will also receive an automatic zero for that grading period.  

The following is the breakdown for the 125 pt., one-week grading period:

Calendars (25 points)
You will receive one point per day, per class for specific (ex., not just “film”, but “Film-All Quiet on the Western Front”) entries on the calendar or assignment log during the one-week grading period.

Notes (45 pts.)
You are to have 15 full sets of full-page, quality Cornell notes for each one-week grading period.  You will receive three points per set of notes: one point for a complete right-hand side, one point for quality questions on the left, and one point for clear labeling in ink with name, date, class, and period.  Multiple pages for the same class count as ONE set!

Supplies (15 pts.)
Your notebook must have a zipper pouch containing a minimum of two pencils, two pens and one highlighter.  You must also have a good supply of blank paper for Cornell notes.
Organization (20 pts.)
You will receive full credit for a binder that is clearly labeled with dividers for each class period, has papers & notes in the proper place, and has no loose papers (tutors will turn your binder upside down – if anything falls out, you will lose points).  Everything must be in order and labeled.  

Neatness (20 pts.)
Your binder and all of its contents must be free of graffiti, writing, and dirt.  All pages should be flat and neat (no crumples), and all notes legible to receive full points here.  You are PRESENTING your binder for evaluation each week: take the same kind of care with it as you would for a special, important report, which you’re to turn in for a large grade.

Bonus (up to 10pts.)
You may receive “extra” points for additional notes, exceptional neatness, or even improvement of some element of your binder.  Additional points are up to the discretion of the tutor/teacher grading your binder—bonus points are not negotiable! (That means don’t bug the person grading your binder).
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
